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Now, more than ever, we need communicators who can develop clear, culturally relevant 
messages aimed at influencing health literacy and healthy behaviors. Communication skills 

are vital to improved outcomes and patient satisfaction in clinical health contexts, public health 
settings, and the myriad of other spaces where people get information about their health.
