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ALCOHOL AND DRUG STUDIES

The Alcohol and Drug Studies maijor is an inferdisciplinary program
administered by the Department of Health Science. The program
prepares students fo enter the addictions field or further their
knowledge of addictions to strengthen their competency within other
disciplines. The Alcohol and Drug Studies major provides students
with academic coursework necessary to pursue the licensed Alcohol
and Drug Counselor (LADC) credential through the Minnesota

Board of Behavioral Health and Therapy and the Board Certified
Counselor (BCC) credential through the Minnesota Certification
Board. Students are responsible for verifying their eligibility for
credentialing within their respective credentialing boards.

CARREER OPPORTUNITIES IN ALCOHOL AND

Alcohol and Drug Studies majors work in chemical dependency
freatment centers and alcohol and drug programs.
Salaries depend on position, geographic locations, and types of
