The entry level for Speech-language Pathology is the MS (or MA) degree.
At present the career opportunities for graduates of our master's program in
Communication Sciences & Disorders are strong. Salaries are commensurate
with other master's level professionals in the schools. Some agencies offer a
signing bonus for speech-language pathologists.

The undergraduate program is viewed as a preprofessional program.
Our goal is to prepare students for admission to graduate programs
in Communication Sciences & Disorders, speechlanguage pathology
or audiology.

OPPORTUNITIES: WHAT CAN BE DONE WITH
THESE DEGREES?

The undergraduate degree in Communication Sciences & Disorders prepares
one fo apply fo graduate school in Speechllanguage Pathology, Audiclogy, or
other related programs (e.g., Rehabilitation Counseling).

Following completion of graduate training, students are eligible to work in a
variety of seffings including hospitals, rehabilitation centers, schools, nursing
homes, university clinics, and private practice seffings.
